Whenever I go anywhere on holiday, I love to visit the local church building.  

To view the mementos of times gone by recorded in stained glass windows or 

plaques on walls.  To witness the effect of hundreds of footsteps on worn 

stone floors or the smoothness of pews polished weekly by those who sat 

there.  To spend a few moments sitting quietly, reflecting on the day, offering 

my prayers to God for my hopes and concerns for loved ones, friends and 

family and the world.  Some might call it a 'busman's holiday', but I enjoyed 

visiting churches even before I became a priest.  There is something so 

peaceful about a church building, even when it is bustling with visitors. 

I am always awed by the thought of all those who have walked through those 

doors before me.  Thinking of the joy they experienced seeing their child get 

baptised or married.  Or the sadness they felt as the coffin of a loved one left 

the building for the last time.  Then there are those faithful people who week 

after week, have made time to come together to worship God, and to hold 

their village or community before God in prayer.  So many have brought their 

joy and their sorrow; their hopes and their fears; their laughter and their 

tears into the building: and even in an empty church it is possible to sense 

their ongoing faith in God supporting and sustaining me.   

A few years ago, one church I knew, acquired some Perspex silhouettes of 

people from the village, as a reminder of those who had lost their lives during 

World War One.  There was something very powerful about sitting alongside 

these shadowy figures from across the generations worshipping the same 

God, saying prayers that they would have recognised as well as some that 

would be new to them, and I often reflect on the presence of these ‘ghosts’ 

from times past in today’s churches. 

I suspect that for many, the village church holds little relevance from day to 

day, and yet to slip inside a quiet church like St. George’s Church in 

Semington is valued by many, whether for a quiet five minutes or to just 

escape the heat of the sun!  I would love to be able to offer the same in 

Hilperton again, but that is not for me to decide.

You may have seen from the news that the company APCS, used by many  
churches to process Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) checks, have been the  
victim of a cyber attack resulting in the loss of personal data. People whose  
data is held by APCS and who may be at risk of identity theft as a result of this  
have been informed. We are fortunate that we don't seem to have been badly  
affected so far, but we are still taking steps to make sure anyone who has lost  
personal data is protected and that we follow all the steps we are being given  
by the Diocese of Salisbury. If you have any concerns about the news, please  
feel free to talk to Revd Chris or to Stella (as Parish Safeguarding Officer) to ask  
for more information. 
 
Related to this, we are aware that, as a Benefice, we do not currently have  
anyone responsible for GDPR and data protection. This role is linked to  
safeguarding but is also distinct and it is very important to ensure that we are  
complying with current data protection law and also protecting everyone in  
our community. Please prayerfully consider if you think you might be able to  
step into this role, working with the PCC, to help us as we move forwards.
